Dear Prayer Partners in the Gospel, 

Grace and peace to you in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ! 

We are delighted to share with you the accomplishments of God through our ministry during 

the fourth quarter of 2025. Your prayers and support have borne fruit, and we are grateful to 

the Lord for every opportunity that has opened up. 

Campus Ministry – November 14, December 5, and 17 
By God’s grace, we were able to bring the gospel to three schools during November and 
December 2025. In two elementary schools (Grades 1–6), we reached a total of 710 pupils, 
with 427 expressing a profession of faith. In one high school, we ministered to 1,522 students, 
and 1,307 responded with a profession of faith. We had the privilege of presenting Christ to 
hundreds of young hearts. We thank the Lord that the principals of each school warmly 
welcomed our team and permitted us to continue teaching the Bible to their students. This 
opens a long-term door for discipleship and spiritual formation among the next generation. 
 
Youth and Junior Joint Fellowship and Barangay Children Outreach – November and 
December  
On November 30, we hosted a joint youth and junior fellowship, attended by 70 participants, 
which provided a time of spiritual encouragement and renewed commitment to Christ. And on 
December 23, we conducted pre-Christmas gospel outreaches in five barangays, reaching 130 
children and sharing the true message of Christmas—hope and salvation through Jesus Christ. 
 
Founding Members Covenant and Commitment Service 
On December 7, 2025, we held a Founding Members Service to recognize believers who 

covenanted to serve Christ and support His Church faithfully. Their commitment strengthened 

our fellowship and inspired the whole congregation to stand firm in faith and build God’s work 

together for the next generation. 

Pre-Christmas Evening Services – December 18–20 

Our pre-Christmas evening services provided a powerful opportunity to reach the lost, with a 

total attendance of 120. Families, friends, and guests heard the Gospel message of hope 

found in Christ alone. Seeds of faith were planted, and some heard the Good News for the 

very first time. We thank God for allowing us to be part of His work. Additionally, we are 

grateful to have distributed 350 Bibles to those who will sincerely continue to study God’s 

word.  

Our 2026 projects include dirt filling, side and back wall fencing, and front landscaping of the 
church. These will address the muddy and unsafe surroundings during the rainy season and help 
keep our church orderly, clean, and welcoming. Please pray with us for God’s provision—
especially in meeting our financial needs—that these plans may be completed for His glory.
